Earlham Planning & Zoning Commission Meeting
July 25, 2018
The Earlham Planning & Zoning Commission met on Wednesday, July 25, 2018, at Earlham City Hall.  Chairperson Konny Goff called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. and the following answered roll: Eric Nixt, Christie Goodrich, Leslie Mineart and Konny Goff.  Also Present:  Adam Gordon, Parks and Rec City Employee, and Andrew Arnburg, Earlham Community member.
1. Approval of agenda.
Motion by Goodrich, second by Mineart, to approve agenda.

Roll:  Ayes – unanimous.  Motion passes.

2. Consider request to update/add townhouse district to Earlham codes.  General discussion about examples from other city codes for townhouse districts and the different considerations P&Z wants to make sure is defined within the codes when recommended to Council. 

The following, as listed in the agenda, was agreed upon as sections from other City codes to include in the draft for Earlham codes:
· Definition of Dwelling – use Adel code 122
· Structure of Townhouse – use Van Meter code 165.06.04 B2 and “can include Row-Dwelling” but no more than 3 

· Ownership – use Adel code 122

· Parking – use Dallas Center 6

· Lot Area – use Van Meter 165.06.04 D1-2

There was a request to have the format of the code similar to Winterset’s code example found on pg. 242, for ease of understanding and interpreting.  

Additionally, it is recommended there be a definition or section within the code surrounding “Association” and what is required for both the “Association” in terms of what is required they provide to members and for what members are responsible.  As this is one of the fundamental definition of “townhouse”, this needs to be drafted in the code under the “Definition of Dwelling”.  
The final discussion point included a request that P&Z read the draft prior to final approvals.

Motion by Eric Next, second by Mineart, to send the recommendations provided above to the Earlham City Council for consideration to add a “Townhouse” section to Earlham’s codes.
